Saint of the Week-Blessed Mary Teresa Ledochowska-Feast Day July 6 

Born in Austria to a Polish count and his Swiss wife, she gave up her position as lady-in-waiting to a 

Tuscan grand duchess to devote her literary and organizational skills to the African missions and 

anti-slavery movement. In 1894 she founded the Institute of the Sisters of St. Peter Claver, which 

was formally approved in 1899. She stressed the importance of lay involvement, promoted literacy 

among Africans, and produced Bibles, catechisms and periodicals in African languages. She died in 

Rome at her order’s generalate and was beatified in 1975.

Saint of the Week-Saint Veronica-Feast Day July 12 

Veronica does not appear in the Roman Martyrology, the church’s official list of feasts. According to 

legend, she was the woman who took pity on Jesus as he carried his cross, wiped his face with a 

cloth and was left with an image of the suffering Christ. Many such images, known as “veronicas” 

and “vernicles,” existed in the Middle Ages. Veronica was sometimes associated with other New 

Testament women, but there is no evidence that she was real. Her name may come from a 

combination of Latin (“vera” for true) and Greek (“-eikon” for image) words. Her story was included 

in the Stations of the Cross in the 19th century.

When the apostles were trying to reflect on their ministry Jesus asked them to “Come by yourselves to 

an out-of-the-way place.” Listening to God in quiet prayer is very important in vocation discernment.

Saint of the Week-Saint Christiana The Astonishing-Feast Day July 24 

Born at Brusthem, Belgium, Christina had a seizure at age 21 that was thought to have killed her. At 

the Mass being said for her, she suddenly flew to the top of the church, later saying she had been to 

hell, purgatory and heaven, and was allowed to return to earth to pray for suffering souls. This was 

one of the incredible events attributed to this poor, likely schizophrenic mystic, called “Christina 

Mirabilis,” who reportedly flew to treetops and rooftops to avoid smelling other people. She spent 

her last years in St. Catherine Convent in Saint-Trond, and is a patron saint of psychiatrists, 

psychologists and those suffering mental illness.

Saint of the Week-Saints Joachim and Anne-Feast Day July 26 



Not mentioned in the Bible, Joachim and Anne are first named as the parents of Mary in the 

apocryphal Protoevangelium of James, which may date from the 

second century. In this story, they are old and childless, like the Old Testament Hannah, mother of 

Samuel, when angels deliver the news that Anne will conceive a child. Anne was an especially 

popular saint in medieval England, and her feast was celebrated in the West by 1350; Joachim’s 

feast was authorized or suppressed by various popes, but was joined with Anne’s in 1969. They are 

the patrons of married couples; Anne is also the patron of childless women, expectant mothers, and 

miners. 

“Mary grew up in the home of Joachim and Anne; she was surrounded by their love and faith: in 

their home she learned to listen to the Lord and to follow his will. Saints Joachim and Anne were 

part of a long chain of people who had transmitted their faith and love for God, expressed in the 

warmth and love of family life, down to Mary, who received the Son of God in her womb and who 

gave him to the world, to us. How precious is the family as the privileged place for transmitting the 

faith!”—Pope Francis, Angelus, July 26, 2013
