2.	 Offer prayers for the intentions of the Holy Father 
Pope Leo XIV.

3.	 Receive the Eucharist, ideally within the same day 
but at least within several days before or after 
making your pilgrimage.

4.	 Make a sacramental confession within several 
days before or after making your pilgrimage.
